“Here | am, Here | am” (Isaiah 65:1)

In these memorable words the prophet Isaiah records
the admonition of the Lord to people who have been
chastened by the devastation of exile, and who now are
ready to return to Him. In the previous passage, the
humbled exiles now realize what has happened to them,
and they admit what prior generations refused to see. They
know their own iniquities caused their estrangement from
God and they want God to restore them to favor.

They implore, “O that you would tear open the heavens
and come down, so that the mountains would quake at
yout presence” (Isa. 64.1). As they live among the ruins of
what used to be Jerusalem with its “holy and beautiful
house,” they plead with their God, “After all this will you
restrain yourself? Will you keep silent, and punish us so
severely?” (v. 12) They long for the “good ole’ days,” when
the temple was gleaming in the sun, the smell of sacrifices
was in the air, and Zion was a place of pride. The people
are ready for the period of punishment to be over.

Chapter 65 is the Lord’s response. Now that the people
are listening, the Lord has something to say. Paraphrasing,
He says, “I have been here all along. I have been standing
before generations of people with my hands held out,
waiting for them to return to me. But they were too busy
doing their own thing. So, I allowed them to reap the

consequences.”

In days to come the Lord will sift the people and find
those willing to be His setvants. Those truly committed to
the Lord will be blessed, but those who will not listen will
be put to shame. These servants believe in what the Lord is
able to do and will appreciate what He says next.

In vv. 17-25, God discloses a vision of a new heaven
and a new earth. God is not content to rebuild what was.
He insists on starting all over again and creating everything
anew. In God’s new creation the past will be forgotten. In

the Jerusalem to come, there will be no weeping, long life,
fruitful toil, and the very nature of those who live there will
be changed.

“Here I am, here I am,” says our God. The message
resonates today. We live in a land with a memory of what
used to be. Christians have benefitted from a culture that
has had respect for God and the moral values of
Christendom. But in our time the tenuous marriage
between the Enlightenment and the Christian faith has
unraveled, leaving society without a compelling moral
vision, and Christians feeling like exiles in their own land.
Consequently, we too may want to go back to the time
when it was easier to profess Christian faith, and the values
of society were more aligned with biblical teaching. Is thete
a message in this passage for us?

Consider three points of contact. First, God is always
looking for those willing to serve Him. He is active in His
world. The penitent and spiritually sensitive will discern
what God is doing and want to be a part of it. Second,
there is really no such thing as the “good ole’ days.” Every
generation has its sins and shortcomings, as well as unique
opportunities for God’s people to share the news of His
vision. Finally, God’s vision is nothing shott of a new
creation. What God has in mind we have not seen before.
The only faithful posture for God’s servants is to lean
forward toward that future, not backward.

“Here I am,” says the Lord of new cteation. He is
always ready to be found by the humble and penitent. He
is moving swiftly into the future and the new world that He
is preparing. “The former things will not be remembered
... rejoice in what I am creating” (vv. 17-18). Do you hear

His voice?
